All texts used in this performance are from  The War of the Worlds, H.G. Wells’ famous novel about the Martian invasion of the Earth. Written in 1898, the novel chronicles  the catastrophe that ensues when  the industrial  West is faced with a technologically vastly superior and extremely ruthless adversary.  In describing the violence and horror of these events, Wells predicts with uncanny  accuracy what many people have experienced in the 20th century, and continue to experience in the 21st, not at the hands of  Martians, but at the hands of other people.
