THE PERFORMANCE: 

One of our main subjects this term has been The Voice and how to get the most out of it in performance. We've worked on the speaking voice and how it can be used to interpret a text, but we've also worked more widely on vocal sound, exploring how atmosphere can be created by the use of breath, rhythm, timbre and pitch, and seeing what happens when the extreme depths and heights of the voice are sounded.  

We've also worked on movement and on ensemble skills (the ability to perform well together).

We've tried to find something special in each of the pieces chosen and have worked to heighten that in performance. It may be a particular image, a striking use of the voice, or the invoking of a particular atmosphere. 

The performance lasts approximately one hour.   There is no interval.
